Call to order:
Chairman Fried called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m. in accordance with the Wisconsin Open

Meetings Law.

Approve Agenda:
Motion by Dean to approve today’s agenda. 2" by Holewinski. All members present voting ‘Aye’.

Motion carried.

Minutes of September 11, 2012:
Motion by Dean to approve the minutes for the September 11, 2012 meeting. 2" by Holewinski. All
members present voting ‘Aye’. Motion carried.

Solid Waste Staffing:

Director Evenhouse reports that the 90 day review period is coming up for the interim 75% supervisor
position and asks that the position be continued. The interim supervisor position works full time hours
in the summer and half time hours in the winter months; benefits prorated. Motion by Holewinski to
extend the 100% project manager position until the October 8™ committee meeting. 2nd by Martinson.
All members present voting ‘Aye’. Motion carried.

Bills & vouchers, blanket purchase orders, line item transfers — Solid Waste and Buildings & Grounds:
Motion by Holewinski to approve bills, vouchers and blanket purchase orders as presented. 2" by Dean.
All members present voting ‘Aye’. Motion carried.

Update on Law Enforcement Center roof/warranty issues:

Stefonek reports a conference call was held with Joe Mullikin and himself with Dan Mattke and Tom
from Facilities Engineering. Dan Mattke/Facilities Engineering has assessed the roof twice and is
conferring with his coworker Tom on the correct route to take. Dan Mattke will then present this
committee with the information collected. Stefonek is also trying to get a round table meeting
scheduled with John Mannsville. Stefonek reports that Bill Runion/Johns Mannville has not answered
his last three phone calls.



Buildings & Grounds Construction project updates and possible change orders:

River Street Storage: Brunette reports the contracts were signed this morning on the wall panel
replacement and project should be done before the end 2012. She has asked for a quote from
Contact on a card reader system and is waiting for a response.

Health and Aging: Brunette reports departments settling into building. Some minor
modifications are being made to the building to fit department needs. Discussed lack of parking
spots at building. Stefonek verified that staff is using parking spots further to side of building
rather then in front of building.

voting in the affirmative; motion carried.

Motion by Martinson to approve the remodeling project of the area vacated by the Health Department
for the new first floor courtroom in the amount of $33,690.00. 2nd by Dean. All present voting ‘Aye’.
Motion carried.

' Space needs requests/options for courthouse area vacated by health department relocation:

Basement: Brunette reports a drywaller and painter hired to patch walls and paint; should be
done early this week. Got a quote for new carpeting through Carpetiers in the amount of
$3,343.42; Brunette notes this is the same commercial grade carpeting installed in the Branch Il
courtroom and Carpetiers gave the best pricing for the Branch Il carpet quotes thus using them
again. There is also an area of the vinyl floor that needs to be patched. Motion by Holewinski to
approve the quote for carpet in the vacated space in basement for $3,343.42, 2nd by Dean. All
present voting ‘Aye’. Motion carried.

First Floor: Brunette reports her department is doing space assessments for UW-Extension’s
move to this space. Buildings and Grounds has gained approval by Paul Spencer/Social Services
Director to take some area from Social Services in order to equal the square footage UW-
Extension currently has at the airport location. Stefonek states he has done extensive
assessment of the current and new area and found that the footage is truly needed. Discussed
cost savings for county by moving UW-Extension from the airport to courthouse building; still
planning on moving UW-Extension by December 31, 2012 to the courthouse. Brunette will look
into what is required to give formal notice to the Airport that UW-Extension will be vacating
airport premises. Discussed moving UW-Extension copier to replace current courthouse 2™
floor copier. Motion by Holewinski to proceed with first floor remodeling as presented for UW-
Extension move, not to exceed $20,000. 2nd by Martinson. All present voting ‘Aye’. Motion
carried.
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Future joint meeting with Conservation & UW-EX Education Committees:
This item to be tabled at this time, to be possibly addressed at future meeting.

Update on jury room bathroom project:

Brunette reports staff working in Branch | bathroom to disconnect and remove plumbing so tile can be
installed. Stefonek states there was prior dampness and mold that needed to be addressed first in the
Branch | bathroom. Once tiling done in Branch | bathroom, will do tiling in Branch ii. Bathrooms not

usable during remodel.

Non-budgeted item request - Clerk of Court {(copy machine failure):
Brunette reports copy machine in Clerk of Courts office has reached a non-repairable point. Received
pricing for similar copier in the amount of $4,990.00. Motion by Martinson to approve purchase of new
copy machine in the amount of $4,990.00. 2nd by Dean. All present voting ‘Aye’. Motion carried.
