CALL MEETING TO ORDER—The meeting that had been properly posted in accordance with the procedures set forth by the Wisconsin Open Meeting Law was called to order by Vice Chair Thompson at 9:04 a.m.

APPROVE CURRENT AMENDED AGENDA WITH THE ORDER OF AGENDA ITEMS AT VICE CHAIR’S DISCRETION—It was moved by Peters, seconded by Rudolph, to approve the current amended agenda with the order of agenda items at Vice Chair’s discretion.  Motion carried.

APPROVE MINUTES OF THE JULY 2, 2008 FORESTRY COMMITTEE MEETINGS—It was moved by Peters, seconded by Rudolph, to approve the minutes of the July 2, 2008 Forestry Committee meeting.  Motion carried.  

IT IS ANTICIPATED THAT A MOTION WILL BE MADE, SECONDED, AND A ROLL CALL VOTE TAKEN TO ENTER INTO CLOSED SESSION PURSUANT TO WISCONSIN STATUTES, SECTION 19.85(1)(g), CONFERRING WITH LEGAL COUNSEL CONCERNING STRATEGY TO BE ADOPTED BY THE GOVERNMENTAL BODY WITH RESPECT TO LITIGATION IN WHICH IT IS OR IS LIKELY TO BECOME INVOLVED.  TOPIC:  ENCROACHMENT ONTO COUNTY FOREST LAND—It was moved by Rudolph, seconded by Peters, to enter into Closed Session pursuant to Wisconsin Statutes, Section 19.85(1)(g), conferring with legal counsel concerning strategy to be adopted by the governmental body with respect to litigation in which it is or is likely to become involved.  Topic:  Encroachment onto County Forest Land.  Roll Call Vote:  Rudolph aye; Peters aye; Thompson aye.  Motion carried.

IT IS ANTICIPATED THAT A ROLL CALL VOTE WILL BE TAKEN TO RETURN TO OPEN SESSION—It was moved by Rudolph, seconded by Peters, to return to Open Session.  Roll Call Vote:  Rudolph aye; Peters aye; Thompson aye.  Motion carried.  Oneida County Corporation Counsel Assistant II, Mike Fugle, recommended that the encroacher will be informed of the latest Forestry Committee direction. 

ATV BID OPENING—ATV bids were opened, read aloud, and recorded, as follows:

Ryden Marine, Polaris 400 CC, $5200.00 + $90.00 for bumper option + $150.00 for seat back option.

Shoeder’s Marine, Arctic Cat 493 CC, $4800.00; Arctic Cat 366 CC, $4170.00; Arctic Cat 400 CC, $4,675.00 + $160.00 bumper option + $135.00 seat back option.  

It was moved by Rudolph, seconded by Peters, to accept Shoeder’s Marine Bid of $4,675.00, pending meeting specs.  It was then moved by Rudolph, seconded by Peters, to amend motion to include approving bumper option and seat back option of Shoeder’s Marine Bid of $4,675.00, pending meeting specs.  Motion carried.

UPDATE ON POTLATCH CORP LAND PARCELS—Bilogan had contacted Potlatch Corp to inform them that Oneida County Forestry Department is interested in pursuing some of these forest holdings in Sections 2, 11, and 23, T36N, R5E, Town of Little Rice, pursuant to further information such as price, appraisal, and priority.  No response from Potlatch Corp at this time.

UPDATE ON ONEIDA COUNTY 5-YEAR OUTDOOR RECREATION PLAN (IF ANY)—Bilogan stated that NCWRPC is still working on the plan update.  No new update at this time.

FOREST MANAGEMENT & TIMBER SALES

A)  YEAR-TO-DATE TIMBER STUMPAGE REVENUE REPORT—County Forester Fiene distributed the Year-to-Date Timber Stumpage Revenue Report, which depicted a Year-to-Date Total of $314,703.93.

B)  TIMBER SALE FOR DISPOSITION—The following Timber Sale was acted upon as follows:

Contract # 1439 held by Futurewood Corp was closed as satisfactorily completed and to return full Letter of Credit deposit ($11,446.10), on a motion by Rudolph, seconded by Peters.  Motion carried.

UPDATE FROM DENNY THOMPSON ON TOWN OF CASSIAN ROAD WEIGHT LIMIT RESTRICTIONS—Denny Thompson reported that Town of Cassian Chair, Larry Hendrickson, was still soliciting comments from loggers, town residents, and the Town’s attorney.

PERCH LAKE PARK DEVELOPMENT PROJECT:

a)  RASTA Donation—Guy Hansen, on behalf of RASTA, presented a check to Oneida County Forestry, Land, & Outdoor Recreation Department for $29,000.00.  The question of volunteers was brought up and John Potters stated that non-County employees may be volunteers.

b)  Itemized project budget—Bilogan distributed an itemized project budget, including Building, Parking Lot, ADA Fishing Pier and Asphalt Path, Toilet Building, DNR Trail Work, Highway K Right-of-Way Trail Reroute, Trail Spur, Building Finish, and Contingency.  Bilogan expressed his concerns to the Committee about the budget.  Bilogan feels it would be unlikely that the total project could be accomplished and stay within the project budget.  Everything would need to go perfectly to stay within our budget, and that doesn’t happen often with major construction projects.  Guy Hansen stated that RASTA had a quote of $7,680.00 for the interior finish of the warming shelter.  It was moved by Rudolph, seconded by Peters, to proceed with the Perch Lake Park Development Project for the total amount of $185,000.00, contingent upon the organization securing the necessary liability insurance.  Motion carried.  

c)  Site Prep and Parking Lot bid proposals—Bilogan distributed bid proposals for the development of a new 70 ‘ x 120’ Parking Lot at Perch Lake Park that were obtained from Oneida County Highway Department ($25,400.00), Musson Brothers ($9,600.00), and Richard Herman ($8,100.00).  It was moved by Rudolph, seconded by Peters, to go with low bid of $8,100.00 submitted by Richard Herman.  Motion carried.  Bilogan distributed proposals for the development of a 600’ trail spur at Perch Lake Park that were obtained from the Oneida County Highway Department ($12,050.00) and Richard Herman ($1,000.00).  It was moved by Rudolph, seconded by Peters, to go with the low bid of $1,000.00 submitted by Richard Herman.  Motion carried.

d)  Design Build Plan Specifications—Bilogan distributed Design Build Request for Proposals (RFP).  Bilogan explained that the development of the RFP was a joint venture.  Oneida County developed the legal and technical bidding requirements, and RASTA (Rhinelander Area Silent Trails Association) developed the building specifications and sample plan.  Bilogan explained that the final draft of the RFP was not reviewed by Corporation Counsel.  It was moved by Rudolph, seconded by Peters, to approve the Design Build Plan Specifications, with the understanding that Corporation Counsel is to review the final document, and make those changes deemed necessary to help protect the County’s best interest.  Motion carried.

e)  Temporary Closure of Perch Lake Park due to construction—It was moved by Thompson, seconded by Rudolph, to approve the temporary closure of Perch Lake Park, along with a PSA to the local media.  Motion carried.

2009 STAFFING REQUESTS—

a)  Sustainable Forestry Grant request to fund a 2009 Sustainable Forestry LTE position—It was moved by Peters, seconded by Rudolph, to approve the request for an SFI Grant and to fund a 2009 Sustainable Forestry LTE, if the grant application is approved, and then forward to LRES.  Motion carried.

b)  2009 LTE County Staffing Request—It was moved by Rudolph, seconded by Peters, to approve the 2009 LTE County Staffing Request, and forward to LRES.  Motion carried.

2009 BUILDING & GROUNDS DEPARTMENT REQUEST(S)—It was moved by Peters, seconded by Thompson, to approve the 2009 Building & Grounds Department Request (for a new carpet in the Forestry Office).  Motion carried.

SNOWMOBILE & ATV ISSUES—

a)  Advanced distribution of supplemental snowmobile maintenance money to snowmobile clubs under contract during the 2007—2008 snow season—It was moved by Rudolph, seconded by Peters, to approve the 50% advanced distribution of supplemental snowmobile maintenance money to snowmobile clubs under contract during the 2007—2008 snow season.  If pro-rate is short, take off of future maintenance money reimbursements, per Margie Sorenson, County Finance Director.  Motion carried.

b)  Approve Corduroy Boardwalk 40 Foot Extension Specifications (all ATV money)—It was moved by Peters, seconded by Rudolph, to approve the Corduroy Boardwalk 40 Foot Extension Specifications.  Motion carried.
