f. Legislative Update:  The September 30th Community Health Symposiums was very successful, two legislators were able to make the event.
 
There is continued research to find ways to increase funding for public health services. As of right now, Wisconsin is one of the lowest supported public health states in the nation. 

Currently, there is a state-wide push towards increasing community health workers, which is a campaign to focus on prevention, primary care and providing more services in the home. It is being supported state-wide but in the beginning stages of planning.

1. Approval of September 8th, 2016 Minutes: Motion made by Ed, seconded by Bill to approve minutes of September 8th, 2016 meeting. All ayes motion carried

Aging:

Transit Commission Update:  Transit Manager, Jim  Altenburg, was unable to attend this meeting. (Discussion on this topic covered further down the agenda under Monthly Reports)

2017 Budget:  Jacobson gave the report from yesterday’s Oneida County Finance Committee 2017 budget hearing for the Department on Aging. The hearing went very well and the committee accepted our department’s budget as presented.  Bob Mott serves on the Finance Committee and he noted to the Finance Committee that it is commendable that the Senior Center raises a significant amount of money each year with many fund raisers. Discussion only, no action taken.

ADRC of the Northwoods potential governance change: Hammer (ADRC Board member) reported on the ADRC Board meeting of last Friday. With support from their attorney, the board is moving forward with changing all ADRC county employees to regional employees. This action would remove the partners (counties/tribes) from operating the local satellite office in their jurisdiction and have the ADRC as the employer for all ADRC employees. Hammer did say that he has missed the last 2 ADRC board meetings due to his injury and maybe he does not understand the total rationale for this major change.  Jacobson was invited with Mary Rideout (OCDSS and ADRC Fiscal Agent) to attend the ADRC Executive Committee meeting last Friday.  Jacobson further explained that if these changes are made, Oneida County would remain only as the landlord in relation to ADRC services for Oneida County residents. Hammer added that a portion of funding for the Department on Aging’s Assistant Director would also be lost. Jacobson said that amount would be $23,000 and added that an additional $15,000 may also be lost from our Elder Benefit Specialist program (Federal match is currently only available if the “Aging Unit” is involved in the ADRC). Jacobson reported to the Finance Committee of this fiscal impact possibility for our 2017 budget. The ADRC Board is hosting an informational meeting regarding the possible change in employment structure for our ADRC employees on Monday, October 24th at 1:00 p.m.. Hammer said this is an open meeting and he encouraged any interested Commission on Aging members to attend. Discussion only, no action taken.

Department staffing/vacancies: Jacobson reported that our current LTE ADRC Specialist  was hired as a part-time job ADRC Specialist position employed by the region. Start date unknown at this time. Our ADRC satellite budget still has funding for a LTE position. There is a retired ADRC Specialist who may be available to work part-time in this LTE position. Jacobson informed committee that a department staff has been granted a leave of absence and the additional LTE worker would be needed at least until the full-time person returns.. Discussion only, no action taken.

Lakeland Senior Center update:  Jacobson reported that the October Lakeland Senior Center newsletter stated the Office Manager has submitted her resignation. The Senior Center Board has decided to pursue hiring a full-time Director to lead the Center. Young reported that she spoke to the Lakeland Board Chair and he said the board is looking at renting a building on Hwy 70 West. No details on timeline.  Discussion only, no action. 

Holy Family Catholic Church Meal Site:  Jacobson has been in contact with Father Aaron and the meal program continues to operate well in the Holy Family facility. Discussion only. No action. 

Efficiency Team Update: Jacobson reported that the final report is delayed due to the complexity of consistent ratings of the hundreds of county programs.  When a report is available it will be shared with the Commission on Aging. Discussion only, no action taken.

Vouchers, purchase orders and line item transfers:  Jacobson presented the vouchers and purchase orders for approval. Motion by Hammer, second by Kelly to approve the vouchers, purchase orders as presented. All ayes, motion carried.
Line Item Transfers presented by Jacobson.  Motion by Hammer, second by Brissee to approve the line item transfers as presented. All ayes, motion carried

Monthly Reports: Staff and Program reports: Reports presented and reviewed.  Transit monthly totals including Lakeland Area and Eagle River Area were discussed.  Increase in ridership is evident. Discussion only, no action taken. 

Legislative Update: Jacobson reported there is no specific legislative item this month. There are plans to offer some regional advocacy training for County Commission on Aging members related to how to advocate on the county/state/federal level. These trainings are being planned for early 2017. Jacobson will inform members when more information is available.  Discussion only, no action taken.

Agenda items for next meeting: Consensus from the group that the Transit Commission, Lakeland Senior Center and Holy Family Catholic Church should only be on future agendas if there is a new development to report.

Adjournment: Motion to adjourn meeting at 10:55 a.m.by Kelly, second by Brissee. All ayes, motion carried.
